Morris
dancing, a long-standing part of our English
cultural heritage, is enjoying a revival which
is not surprising because it's fun, friendly and
sociable. Based around Bradford on Avon,
Bathampton Morris Men dance throughout
northeast Somerset and west Wiltshire in
the summer, and occasionallq further afield,
keeping this age-old tradition alive.

Our side was founded by a Bathampton
village school teacher in 1954 and we have
danced continuously since then. In June
1968 we danced into the Morris Ring, an
association of more than 190 Morris sides
formed to encourage performance of the
Morris, maintain its traditions and preserve
its histoyg. We dance in the street, on the
village green, outside the pub (and inside)
and we have taken the Morris all over
Britain and to more than a dozen countries in
Europe. We dance because we enjoy it and
believe these old dances still have a place in
the modern world.
